(AKNC), the first departmental award since it was introduced in the year 2012 by the University
Malaysia Pahang (UMP). The award is based on the criteria set by the Prime Minister’s Innovation
Award (AIPM) in recognition to the significant achievements of the faculty in the three main criteria
namely faculty’s organization, core service, and client management.
