“Among the tropical trees found in Rimba Lestari are Tongkat Ali (longjack), Meranti Tembaga,
Ketapang, Merbau, Cengal, Beruas, Ketapang, Jelutung and others.

“UMP also has a 2.2-acre orchard that has 100 fruit trees such as mango, durian, rambutan, durian,
pomelo, and others.

"Some of these fruit trees flower buds while some have already produced fruit,” he said.

At the same time, Professor Ir. Dr. Wan Azhar also planted the Longan tree as a symbol of the end of
the Kembara Lestari Merdeka program in Dusun UMP.

During this month of independence, various programs have been arranged such as Merdeka Short
