PEKAN, 16 March 2023 - The Chairman of the Board of Directors of Universiti Malaysia Pahang

Dr. Mohd Rusllim Mohamed who
performs the functions of Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academic and International).

He said the Madani framework and UMP Core Values are comprehensively mapped with all 17

“Meanwhile, talent development efforts, digitalisation, TVET-related initiatives and various ongoing
good synergies need to be realised with industry players at the national and global levels.
