PEKAN, 18 November 2025 – Universiti Malaysia Pahang Al-Sultan Abdullah (UMPSA) today
received a visit from a delegation from Yunnan Technician College (Yunan Industry & Trade
Vocational College), China, to discuss various potentials for strategic collaboration encompassing
academics, research, TVET education, and international mobility.

“Also discussed were opportunities for pathways to continue studies at the bachelor’s and master’s
degree levels for students and instructors, particularly diploma graduates and those from dual
diploma collaborative programmes,” he said.

Several technical fields were identified, including computational data analytics and data science,
robotics and automation, information technology, and engineering.

Other offerings include short courses, technical training, and research on TVET innovation
development.

He stated that this initiative aligns with UMPSA’s aspiration to realise the UMPSA Internationalisation
