KUANTAN, 9 March 2026 – In enlivening the blessings of the month of Ramadan, Universiti Malaysia
Pahang Al-Sultan Abdullah (UMPSA) continued its tradition of sharing blessings by organising the
Bubur Lambuk Programme at the grounds of Sultan Ahmad 1 State Mosque, Kuantan.

The programme, which formed part of the Beauty of Ramadan initiative organised by the Student
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Affairs and Alumni Department (JHEPA), saw the preparation and distribution of bubur lambuk to the
local community as well as mosque visitors.

A total of 3,000 containers were distributed to the community around the mosque area on this
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occasion.
