JERANTUT, 11 January 2021 - A total of 100 flood victims in Jerantut received food kit assistance
and necessities as well as personal hygiene kit from Yayasan UMP and the Student Volunteer
Foundation (YSS) in the Ziarah UMP-KPT Prihatin Programme to help those still staying at the
temporary relief centres (PPS) around Jerantut.

Among those receiving assistance include the residents from Kampung Paya Gunung, Kampung

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recently hit by flood.

Present at the programme was the Chairman of the UMP Board of Directors who is also the
Chairman of the Board of Trustees of Yayasan UMP, Tan Sri Dato’ Dr. Abdul Aziz Abdul Rahman.
Also present were the member of UMP Board of Directors, Mohd Sharil Abdullah, UMP Vice-
