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ITKAS spearheads Bera District Branding Research

According to the ITKAS Coordinator, who is also a research consultant for the tourism sector in Bera
district, Mohd Zaki Ahmad, such a study coincides with the objective of ITKAS establishment to
become a credible think tank to the Pahang State Government as well as other stakeholders.
