“She took on the responsibility of being a parent to my brother and me.

“Sometimes our relatives help us,” she said.

At first, Nur Shafigah found it difficult to decide to continue her study, thinking about the financial
burden during the study.

“Our joy was short-lived when grandma fell ill at the end of the semester and a week before the
exam, | took care of my late grandmother in the hospital,” she said, holding her tears.

However, she said on 26 January 2021, her grandmother took her last breath at Hospital Sultanah
Nur Zahirah, Terengganu.



“To be honest, | feel like giving up but | put my best foot forward because | want to prove my success
to my late grandma and be strong for my brother.

“I always hold on to the promise of Allah SWT that Allah will not test if we cannot afford it.

“I always tell myself not to get driven by emotions and believe Allah SWT'’s plan is the best,” she
said.
